I went home to check the email and confirm that the 

transfer went through when I saw that they had given 

me exactly $1000. I jumped up and shouted for joy 

nearly falling out of my chair in the process.  

It was so much fun to celebrate that God was faithful 

to do what He had said to me! Living by faith has its 

challenges, but as I continue to surrender my finances 

to Him, I see Him provide for me in incredible ways 

and I have loved being a part of Him blessing others 

through my own giving.
